Following Sunday School and the second service, Children’s Ministry sponsored a potluck 
luncheon and Family Olympics in the Celebration Center.  Fun was had by all despite having the egg toss 
outside in the rain. In August, 2008, a Curriculum Task Force was started with Peggy Carlson at the helm 
and all curriculum is now written in house by task force members, Pastors, and Staff.  For the 2008/2009 
Sunday School season we have 74 registered students in Sunday School and 13 students in Pre-
Confirmation (5th & 6th Grade) along with 20 dedicated teachers and shepherds to help teach His children.  
 
Children’s Ministry Team:  In 2008 our team took on a more active role in helping discern the direction of 
the ministry.  There are 9 very dedicated team members.  All who attend the meetings have come with 
creative ideas.  We rely on the team to help guide the choices of programs as well as administer them.  
 
5th Grade Communion Class:  Classes were taught by Rachel Flogstad-Heise with additional class time 
given to Dan Frank (wine), Annette Frank (bread), and Kate Carlson (wine glasses).  Classes began 
January 6th and ended with Communion on February 10th.  Children’s Ministry served a luncheon to the 
communicants and their families after the 10:30 service on the 10th.  120 people including 20 volunteers 
and pastors attended.  13 students received their First Communion.  
 
Uganda Well Project:  This fundraiser was completed in 2008 with $7200 raised for the children in 
Uganda, Africa.  All monies raised were sent to PARDI, Uganda in August and September.  Through 
Sunday offerings, the sales of orphan-made jewelry, a benefit dinner in April and sales of calendars, 
Christmas cards and baskets, money was raised to build rain water cisterns in several areas of Lyantonde, 
Uganda.  Pictures were posted outside the Children’s Ministry office.  
 
Vacation Bible School:  The 2008 theme was PowerLab, and was attended by 96 children, with 35 station 
leaders and assistants, and 25 crew leaders.  This VBS had a science theme and included a “Come To 
Jesus” prayer time.   Children’s Ministry sold music CD’s, DVD’s and Chadder Theater DVD’s.  We had 
prize giveaways for the crew leaders as incentive to stay focused on their children and to be helpful to the 
station leaders.  
 
Luther Crest Day Camp:  Day Camp is held on or near the church grounds.  In 2008 we were blessed to 
be able to hold all 4 sessions outdoors at Nisswa Park.  We had three counselors for the week who lodged 
with Steve and Cheryl Pedersen.  They received breakfast from the Pedersen’s and their lunches and 
dinners were provided by members of the congregation.  Wes and Lorrie Anderson graciously offered their 
beach on Round Lake for the campers to use one day. 28 children participated in the program and 4 
volunteers assisted.  
 
Third Grade Bibles:  In 2008 an updated version of the Adventure Bible was purchased and given to 15 
third grade students.  A dinner is held each year.  Pastor Bruce took some time to talk with the children 
about their new bible, and Pastor Joan talked with the parents about using the bible with their children.  
Dinner was served to 39 people including 4 volunteers.  Nine families attended.  
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Pajama Party:  Our annual Sunday School pajama party was held October 19th with approximately 50 
parents, students and siblings participating.  We watched a movie and played Ten Commandment trivia, 
adults against the kids.  This is a real fun time for intergenerational bonding.  
 
Jesus’ Birthday Party:  Jesus’ birthday party was held December 14 in Chapel Hall.  34 kids and 19 adults 
were present for the reading of the Christmas Story by Cheryl Pedersen, who also facilitated a team trivia.  
We had cupcakes, played a team game and then practiced music for the Children’s Christmas Program.  
 
Advent Fair:  Attendance at the Advent Fair was low this year due to inclement weather.  Approximately 75 
parents and children came out to enjoy various crafts and food during the fair.  Crafts included:  paintable 
trivets, decorating votive candle holders, an Advent Devotions booklet, a beaded candy cane ornament, 
cookie decorating, Lefse provided by Buzz and Maureen Johnson, and a parent gift and card.  Our parent 
gift was a book called “Kids Talk About God” which was a booklet of questions that were asked to all of the 
Sunday School kids about God and their responses.  Two confirmation groups helped in the parent gift 
room and approximately 31 volunteers assisted with preparation, set up and leading the event.  
 
Christmas Program:  “Christmas Isn’t Christmas Without Jesus,” was the name of the program.  It was 
more traditional than in years past.  We had 20 preschoolers represent the animals of the nativity; 12, 
Kindergarten thru 2nd grade students represented the angels; and all of the 3rd thru 6th grade students acted 
as narrators, actors, or played piano or an instrument during prelude.  We held 2 rehearsals with actors, 
and an additional rehearsal with full cast.  The children did an exceptional job despite the limited amount of 
practice time.  There were 13 volunteers who helped in several ways including buying and serving food for 
rehearsals, making costumes for the animals, and assisting on the day of the program to dress and 
coordinate characters.   
 
Other Programs/Events:   
 Singing in Church – 4 Sundays 

Operation Christmas Child Shoe Boxes – Congregational support was needed for this program and 
allowed us to provide 55 shoeboxes this year for children around the world.  
  
Over the years we have strived to teach the children of Lutheran Church of the Cross about God’s love and 
grace.  We have reduced the number of programs we administer while at the same time improving upon 
the ones we continue to provide, as well as working together with other areas of ministry to offer more 
intergenerational activities.  Our desire is to bring children to a deeper understanding of who God truly is 
and to encourage them to share His love with others.  
 
We thank our congregation, volunteers and parents for their overwhelming support of our ministry.

Looking back over this past year in youth ministry, it has been a joy to walk with youth along their faith 
journeys.  Throughout the year, we offered many programs and activities that we hope will help to foster 
spiritual growth, and fellowship for Sr. and Jr. High Youth. 
 
Summer Stretch:  For six Thursdays during June and July, a group spent the morning doing service 
projects, and in the afternoons we had a Bible Study, then a Fun event!  We did service projects at the 
Church helping with VBS and even did a bit of weeding around church.  We also went out into the 
community helping at Camp Confidence, Lakes Area Food Shelf, Heritage House, and Feed my Starving 
Children.

Alas, no one has come forward to be planners, so in 2009 the servers for 
each month have been asked to also plan a program.  We really need some help here! 
 
THE KITCHEN COMMITTEE:  has eight members, led by Maureen Johnson.  They keep the kitchen 
organized and supplied with teams of 2 working for a month at a time.  If you are interested, this committee 
can always use more help. 
 
WELCA (Women of the ELCA):  is the umbrella for many ministries here at LCC.  Monthly bible studies 
take place at 10 AM the second Wednesday of the month, with Pastor Gunderman leading.  The quilters 
meet monthly and make quilts for Lutheran World Relief and others in need.  SOS (suddenly opportunities 
for services committees) has 5 committees that alternated serving for funerals.  This group is in need of a 
coordinator.  The spring and fall rummage sales not only generate money for charitable causes and needs 
here at LCC, but also are an opportunity to work together and get better acquainted with your fellow 
members.  I call it the “great exchange.”  Carolyn Blanck has been coordinating WELCA activities.  There 
have also been many special events by this group in 2008. 
 
THE NEW MEMBER COMMITTEE:  is headed by Jim and Jean Kraft.  This group hosts a dinner three or 
four times a year for new members to get to know council members and other leaders in the congregation.  
If you enjoy meeting new people, this is the committee for you! 
 
LENTEN SUPPERS:  are a tradition here at LCC.  Last year each dinner was hosted by a different group of 
volunteers, with homemade soups and bread and vars.  Approximately 100 people were served each 
Wednesday.   
 
THE HOT DISH MINISTRY:  provides meals for people who have been ill or have other special needs.  
They have provided 63 meals in 2008.  Barbara Peterson and Joan Lofgren coordinate this program.  If 
you’d like to help, let Barb or Joan know.     
 
SUPPER CLUB:  is a great way to get to know others better over a pot luck meal in another member’s 
home.  You can sign up in the narthex and Kate Carlson will put you in a group of 6 or 8.  The first meal is 
planned by the group leader, and the other participants will each take a turn to host.  This starts in the fall 
and is completed by spring.    
 
RED CROSS BLOODMOBILE:  comes to LCC in September.  In 2008, this was a 2 day visit and 
coordinators were Margaret Sommerfeld and Sharon Ingvoldstad.  About 20 volunteers helped with 
registration, canteen and providing bars for workers and donors.  76 units of blood were collected, and 16 
donors gave blood for the first time.

ORGAN RECITALS:  take place in the summer as a part of a program by an area-wide group of organists.  
Our own Cathy Taylor and Laura Raedeke take part in this, and we serve refreshments after the recitals.  
An offering is accepted for the music ministry at LCC.  Peggy Carlson has been coordinating this activity. 
FRIENDLY VISITORS:  are led by Joan Roberts – check out her bulletin board near Chapel Hall.  There 
are five volunteers who visit nursing home residents from our congregation on a regular basis. 
 
PRAYER CHAIN:  is led by Ann Lanz.  Even when she is a snow bird in winter, using e-mail, she 
coordinates over 40 members and keeps them in touch.  They pray daily for those who request prayer for 
health concerns or other difficulties. 
 
COMMUNICATION COMMITTEE:  is made up of nine volunteers led by Arlene Rice.  They send letters 
monthly to members in nursing homes, experiencing an illness, or having a death in their family.

We wish her 
well.

Mission Outreach - Lutheran Church of the Cross 
2008 Annual Report  

 
With the time that we have it is truly a worthy goal to do all the good we can, to all the people we can, in all 
the ways that we can. 
 
Interfaith Hospitality Network (IHN) – LCC continued to participate in New Pathway’s Interfaith Hospitality 
Network which partners with area churches to provide shelter to homeless families with children.  We 
partnered with Lord of Life to host 4 times (the 4th week being Jan. 4 - 11, 2009).  Seventy to eighty 
volunteers from the 2 churches willingly stepped up each hosting week to greet guests, make dinners and 
breakfasts, pack lunches, provide activities for the children, provide transportation to and from the Day 
Center and stay overnight at the church.  The hosting weeks can be challenging especially those weeks 
when we had 16 - 18 guests and half of them were children under the age of 6.  Our volunteers were 
awesome taking it all in stride and lovingly providing a safe environment for good people going through 
some very bad times.  Many of the guests touched us in some way and will never be forgotten. 
 
Many of you have expressed an interest in knowing the success rate of this program. 

• Since June of 2007, the Brainerd site has served 56 families, which included 166 members (78 
adults and 88 children). 

• Of those 56 families, 71% were able to obtain permanent housing and 11% temporary housing. 
• Of the families able to work and looking, 55% were employed upon leaving the program and the 

other 45% were still looking. 
• The length of stay for families was:  55% - less than a month, 37% - 2 to 3 months, and 8% 3 to 6 

months. 
 
Prayer Shawl and More Ministry – Members continue to knit and crochet.  Each baby baptized at LCC 
receives a baby afghan as a gift and Pray Shawls are made for LCC members and friends of members.  
We expanded our ministry in 2008 to include making chemo caps and teddy bears.  Chemo caps are given 
to Utrinkets in Nisswa and are then distributed to individuals undergoing treatment in the Brainerd Lakes 
area.  The teddy bears are given to Crow Wing County Foster Care Association “First Night in Care.”  Once 
again hundreds of caps, booties, blankets and other preemie items were donated to St. Francis Hospital in 
Indianapolis.  In October we joined others across the country to make baby caps for Save the Children 
International and donated 627 caps.  In the past, similar caps have been distributed in Vietnam, Malawi and 
Bangladesh.  The ministry receives monies from WELCA and LCC members to buy yarn and materials. 
 
Sharing Bread Soup Kitchen – Ann Bergin continues to be the LCC Chair for this outreach program 
which provides warm, nourishing meals for those in financial crisis.  LCC members and WELCA provide 
food and serve food for approximately 40 – 80 people the first Thursday of every month.  Volunteers are 
always needed for this ongoing outreach ministry and individuals and groups are encouraged to use the 
sign-up sheet outside the nursery. 
 
Habitat for Humanity – Erv Ruether and Dick Peterson are LCC contacts for this ministry.  Volunteers 
worked on three homes, tow in Brainerd and one in Merrifield.  Shopping at Habitat Restore in the East 
Brainerd Mall is encouraged.  All donated items and proceeds go to Habitat for Humanity.      
 
Kinship Partners – (Dan Frank) Kinship Partners matches up adults with children needing an adult friend, 
for conversation, support and activities.  LCC now has 19 members working with the program.  Our church 
is one of the leading congregations in the Brainerd Lakes area to provide mentors. 
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Lakes Area Food Shelf – (Angie Radin) as you can imagine as the economy worsens, Food Shelf usage 
continues to grow.  Items were periodically collected during 2008 and given to the Food Shelf.  In addition 
LCC facilities were used as a part of the Christmas Home Tour, which is a fundraiser for the Food Shelf.  
Please consider picking up some items for this ministry each time you do your family shopping. 
 
Can you help a family at Christmas? – LCC members once again participated in this program through 
Crow Wing Social Services.  Through the overwhelming generosity of LCC members we were able to fill 
the requests of 7 families (one more than last year).  Additional gift cards received were donated to other 
families needing help and IHN families.   
 
Name Badges – 620 members ordered name badges during 2008.  We have received good comments 
regarding the name badges and how hard it is to remember to wear them.  Please feel free to use the 
magnetic boards outside the sanctuary. 
 
It has truly been a privilege to serve as your Outreach Chair the past two years.  I am so grateful to all of 
you for your support and your willingness to share your time and your God given talents to continue and 
grow the Outreach ministries at LCC.  I value your friendships and “I thank God each time I think of you.”

Women of the ELCA Purpose Statement: 
As a community of women, created in the image of God, called to discipleship in Jesus Christ, and 
empowered by the Holy Spirit, We commit ourselves to Grow in faith, affirm our gifts, support one another 
in our callings, engage in ministry and action and promote healing and wholeness in the church, the society 
and the world. 
 
With the year 2008 now only a memory we pause to recount the blessings the Lord bestowed on all who 
were involved in the ministry of the Women of the ELCA here at Lutheran Church of the Cross in 2008 and 
for allowing us to touch the lives of many in our community, our church and the world with the gifts the Lord 
has given to us.  Those 2008 bestowed blessings include fellowship, fun, laughter, new friendships, spirit 
filled event participation, gracious hospitality, opportunity for devotions, in depth Bible studies and prayer, 
refreshing atmospheres including waterfall sounds, glistening sun on the lake, cathedral healing gardens, 
flowers, special dinners, seasonal foods and dinner music.  
 
The churchwide women’s organization of the Evangelical Lutheran Church of America includes in their 
mission and purpose statements that we are called by God and committed to ministry. Lutheran Church of 
the Cross is part of the larger picture of conferences, synods and over 500,000 participants, church wide 
who are mutually supporting one another. Members of LCC attended the Heartland Conference Spring 
Gathering, “Are we Easter People” at First Lutheran, Brainerd and the Fall Gathering, Come to the Waters” 
at Immanuel, Crosby and also the NE MN Synod Convention, “He Hears Us, Act Boldly” which was held in 
Duluth with Lutheran World Relief sewing kits as the ingathering.  For all these events we donated silent 
auction baskets and offerings.  The churchwide organization held its Triennial Gathering in Salt Lake City, 
Utah in July with the theme “Come to the Waters”.  Churchwide provides program resources to all ELCA 
churches. 
 
Three mission focus areas are at the heart of the Women of the ELCA: 
Mission Focus Area 1:  Spiritual growth.  In 2008 we participated in three Bible Studies made available 
through the Churchwide Women of the ELCA.  January through May we were involved with the 
“Beatitudes” study, June through August 19 of us participated in a summer study on God’s gift of baptism 
entitled “Come to the Waters” written by Karen Bockelman, and since September we have been studying 
Ruth, Daniel and Esther in a Bible study entitled “Hidden Hand of God” which will continue through May 
2009.  In February we had a demonstration on “Stretch and Pray” and worshiped with the whole 
congregation on “Bold Women’s Sunday”. The thank offering for that Sunday was sent to missions in 
Zimbabwe and Jerusalem. 
 
Mission Focus Area 2:  Community (Building relationships with one another).  At our February 
meeting we shared in an activity entitled “The Level Playing Field” which helped everyone in attendance to 
identify with racism/classism in our society.  In May 2008 we held a Women’s Health Concerns Dinner 
(including flowers, turkey divan and dinner music) with Sue Hadland, WHCNP answering women’s health 
questions. In November we sponsored a LCC Business Fair with 24 business vendor tables and 
refreshments of the season.  A donation of $1,000 was given to Lakes Area Food Shelf from vendor table 
fees, food sales and special donations received.  In 2008 we have provided articles for monthly newsletters 
and Sunday bulletins in an attempt to build relations here at LCC.  
 
Mission Focus Area 3:  Action (Reaching out).   The spring and fall rummage sales sponsored by the 
Women of the ELCA here at LCC are events which provide a wonderful opportunity to reach out together 
and do great things for our Lord!  LCC Women of the ELCA once again would like to thank everyone (guys 
and gals) who helped in 2008 with these two huge endeavors.  These sales are joint efforts of all who 



of preparation are filled with laughter, prayer, policy discussions, hard work, new friendships, and cooperation and 
commitment of all who volunteer. In 2008 we were blessed by God with significant money gifts (over $20,000) 
which, after expenses, was distributed based on percentages: 12.5% World Missions, 12.5% Women of the ELCA 
Offerings, 25% needs in our Community and 50% for needs/ministries here at Lutheran Church of the Cross.  
Requests for monetary donations may be submitted by anyone who knows of a ministry in need.  Selections are 
made at a rummage sale wrap up meeting by the volunteers who have been involved with the sale. (For a detailed 
lists of ministries receiving rummage sale gifts in 2008 please refer to the Women of the ELCA bulletin board at 
church).  At the close of the sales we are able to donate unsold items to 11 ministries in our community.  In addition 
to the rummage sales, we continue to bring new hope and dignity to people throughout the world with the Lutheran 
World Relief Projects including: Sewing Kits, Project Comfort, Layettes, Health Kits, Quilts, Soap, Education 
Coupons and Card Fronts. In January 2008 we had the opportunity to provide a Snow and Snowman Celebration 
and tea party at Bethany. World Hunger, T-Shirt Diapers for Honduras, Prayer Shawl Ministry, Sharing Bread Soup 
Kitchen, and Interfaith Hospitality Network are some of the other ongoing ministries we have donated to in 2008.  
 

In addition, we engaged in ministry and action with the other members of Lutheran Church of the Cross in 2008 in 
assisting with projects such as the NE MN Synod Lay Leaders Extravaganza, Christmas Gifts to Families and the 
NE MN Synod Quilts and Quarters Ingathering for ELCA World Hunger.

Annual Report 2008 

 
This past July, interim Pastor Rachel Flogstad-Heise and Laura Raedeke attended The 
Web of Creation Forum at Gloria Dei Lutheran Church in Duluth.  The forum, sponsored by 
the Northeast Synod of the ELCA, introduced to the many attendees tow training manuals 
for The Green Congregation and the Environmental Guide for Congregations, Their Building 
Grounds (www.webofcreation.org). 
 
As a result of the forum, a Creation Care Team has been assembled at Lutheran Church of 
the Cross in order to explore and implement the detailed and well thought out ideas 
presented in the manual, as well as ideas from within our own congregation.  The Creation 
Care Team is under the auspices of the Stewardship Committee and enjoys the pastoral 
guidance of Pastor Bruce.  All LCC members are invited to attend meetings and offer 
support and suggestions.  To date, the Creation Care Team has: 

1. Declared October as “Creation Care Month,” with special emphasis on stewarding 
the resources that sustain our lives 

2. Formed Adult Forums, the first of which was on September 28, featuring Daren 
Blanck’s presentation on “Caring for Creation:  Vision, Hope, and Justice.”  A 
November 9th forum was present by Carolyn Blanck on Bridges of Hope, and on 
November 30th Jerry Raedeke offered insights on “The Journey through the Christian 
Church Year.” 

3. Identified ways to decrease office waste, energy costs, the use of environmentally 
unfriendly eating and drinking utensils and more. 

4. Published the Congregation Green Tip of the Week in each Sunday’s bulletin 
5. Organized a three-week book study on The Green Book in November, and 

distributed the book, You Can Save the Planet to be used in Sunday school classes. 
6. Hosted the first annual Minnesota Grown Dinner, featuring local foods and displays 

on October 7th.  The evening was give live coverage on KLKS (Breezy Point) radio 
and on Lakeland Public Television which aired segments on their 6:00 P.M. 
broadcast on the following evening. 

 
The Creation Care Team will meet 4:30 P.M. on January 8th at LCC.  There is no
