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Hymn of the Month
#240 Light One Candle to Watch for Messi@iF IN VELDELE)

Text: Wayne L. Wold; Tune: Ruth Rubin
In this hymn, that we have used in the last few years to
assist us in lighting our Advent candles, we hear the
Advent theme of waiting-waiting for light beyond our
darkness. It was first published in 1984 for unison
choir as one offThree Songs for Adverity Wayne L.
Wold, as an invitation to watch for the Messiah with
candles.

Wayne L. Wold, one of the members of the hymnody
editorial team for our ELW (cranberry hymnal), is asso-
ciate professor of music and college organist at Hood
College in Frederick, MA. A church musician, prolific
composer, hymn writer, and author as well as a performer, clinician, and teacher; his
degrees come from Concordia College in Moorhead, MN, Wittenberg University in
Springfield, OH and Shenandoah University in Winchester, Gettysburg, PA.

The melody Wold used for the text is a Yiddish folk tune. The title means "Deep in the
Forest" and comes from the first line of the love song that goes with this ture in
Treasury of Jewish Folksolng Ruth Rubin. Rubin was born Rifke Rosenblatt in Mont-
real. She collected over two thousand folksongs from the Jews of Eastern Europe;
mostly ones sung by women in domestic settings. The text is paired with this melody
in a way that leaves us having a sense of waiting and watching, a somewhat alien and
unresolved quality in the sound. This is achieved by the augmented and diminished
intervals between phrases, an implied augmented interval in the first and third
phrases, and a concluding note away from what our ears hear as home (the dominant
instead of the tonic).
